 Your Excellencies:

I do not mean to refer to the political wisdom of human beings, neither to their 
economic plethora nor to their military power upon which you appear to rely very heavily 
and confidently, even if the utilization of each and all of these potentials in every case 
resulted in utter futility.                                        

The focal point to which I am appealing to draw your attentions is THE DIVINE 
TRUTH, that was revealed physically to your forefathers almost two thousands years ago 
as the Final Call of God of Abraham, your common Patriarch, shedding not only ITS 
tears but also ITS BLOOD for your Atonement and for your complete reconciliation 
within yourselves and with one another.  Even today, IT pervades spiritually within you 
and pleads with you in living testimony right here in your midst, in the very heartland of 
your country which stubbornly persists to this moment in the vain fratricidal bloodshed.    

I earnestly implore you and your peoples to hearken and submit to THIS LIVING  
DIVINE TRUTH, for the sake of yourselves and your peoples who suffered enough, as 
well as for the sake of your posterity and humanity as a whole.
